Hennepin County
Browntield Gap Financing
Grant Program

-The Brownfield Gap Financing Program (BGFP)
provides grants to nonprofit developers for
environmental assessment of property in Hennepin
County through funding from the County'’s
Environmental Response Fund (ERF).

Typical BGFP grants are <$15,000 and are the seed
money for future redevelopment projects.
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Native American Community
Clinic (NACC), Minneapolis
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Native American Community Clinic (NACC) is a Federally
Qualified Health Care Center; it provides comprehensive
primary care, mental health services, traditional healing and
spiritual care, and dental services. The project site is 2.02
acres. The result will be a mixed-use project that will include a
culturally responsive clinic and approximately 90-100 units of
deeply affordable housing with supportive services.

The site was a former dry cleaner and an auto repair

shop. Environmental issues are due to a closed petroleum
leak and a REC regarding a PCE release that presents risk of
vapor intrusion. Additional concerns include asbestos-
containing materials in the building and the probability of
buried demolition debris
